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Overview

Tokelau is made up of three small atolls, Atafu, Nukunonu and Fakaofo, has an
area of around 10km² and is populated by 1,411 New Zealand citizens, all of
whom now have their energy needs met by solar electricity systems. Work
started in mid-June 2012 on the one megawatt Tokelau Renewable Energy
Project, which is. 

But it hasn’t been an easy task. Tokelau is an extremely remote nation – the
closest atoll is around 500km north of Samoa, there are no airstrips or
wharves and the only access is a long boat. 

This issue is by no means restricted to Tokelau, with the majority of Pacific
island nations highly dependent on imported fossil fuels to meet their.
